Dr. Jennifer Cowgill is Associate 
Professor of Voice at Marywood 
University. She has performed in 
recital, concert, opera and 
musical theater throughout the 
United States.  
 
Flutist and piccoloist Diane Boyd 
Schultz is Professor of Flute at 
The University of Alabama, 
where she is a member of the 
Capstone Wind Quintet. She has 
performed widely in America and 
Europe.  

 
Sophie Till is Assistant Professor of 
Violin and Viola at Marywood 
University and Director of the 
Marywood String Project, a 
program designed to train student 

teachers and provide affordable string 
education for children ages 4-18. She has given 
recitals and master-classes in the United 
States, Europe, Great Britain, Australia, India, 
Africa, Cyprus and South America.
