Leader:  Blessed are the meek,  
People:  for they will inherit the earth. 
Leader:   Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness,  
People:  for they will be filled. 
Leader:  Blessed are the merciful,  
People:  for they will receive mercy. 
Leader:  Blessed are the pure in heart,  
People:  for they will see God. 
Leader:  Blessed are the peacemakers,  
People:  for they will be called children of God.

Gospel Lesson:  Matthew 5:21-42

Gospel Lesson:  Matthew 6:1-15

Don’t show off your giving, the good you are doing, but quietly give without public display.

People:  But when you fast, put oil on your head and wash your face,  
so that your fasting may be seen not by others but by your Father

People:  But store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor 
rust consumes and where thieves do not break in and steal.
